Aim
Top management shall establish, implement and maintain an environmental policy that, within the defined scope of its environmental management system:

a) is appropriate to the purpose and context of the organization, including the nature, scale and environmental impacts of its activities, products and services;

b) provides a framework for setting environmental objectives;

c) includes a commitment to the protection of the environment, including prevention of pollution and other specific commitment(s) relevant to the context of the organization;

NOTE Other specific commitment(s) to protect the environment can include sustainable resource use, climate change mitigation and adaptation, and protection of biodiversity and ecosystems.

d) includes a commitment to fulfil its compliance obligations;

e) includes a commitment to continual improvement of the environmental management system to enhance environmental performance.

The environmental policy shall:

— be maintained as documented information;

— be communicated within the organization;

— be available to interested parties.
Method


Glyn Leppitt is responsible for co-ordinating the activities to ensure that the environmental policy is updated as legislation and environmental aspects change, is reviewed at regular intervals, and amended as required.

Pam Leppitt is responsible for ensuring that this is communicated to all employees, sub contractors and is made available to the public where appropriate.

The following is the environmental policy.

The management of Leppitt Associates recognise that it has a responsibility and duty of care to the environment in which it operates. · To provide the interested parties with relevant and appropriate information and establish open and on-going dialogue with persons having a bona fide interest in the waste management activities.

· Raise the awareness and understanding of all staff about the management’s environmental policy and related matters and actively encouraging the participation and contribution of all staff in these matters.
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
